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ABSTRACT:

This study aimed to investigate the nature of the interior design for the
interior architecture of the Sudanese theater, according to the theatrical phenomena
in Sudan, and in accords to the nature of the Sudanese audience and how they
interact with these shows. All this is to approach the pointers for designing the
interior environment that is compatible with Sudanese audience and the nature of
the shows (dramatic, musical, performing), also the research aims to study a
presented model through this paper to understand the current situation of the
interior structure of the Sudanese theater, The study illustrates the types of the
Sudanese theatrical phenomena and their description, there some differences
between those shows, as the certain type of the theatrical show affects the shape
and measurements of the theater where the show will be presented, This study was
descriptive — describing shows locations in Sudan — with following critical analysis
required for the study, an existing Sudanese theater has been studied (the national
theater, and), analyzing the design elements of the interior environment. The
national theater is considered the first specialized place for theatrical shows in
Sudan. From the collection of data and information and analyzing them, the
researcher concluded that; there were common designing mistakes (functioning
chain of the interior distribution for the constituting spaces of theaters, suitable
furnishing choices, interior finishing materials, acoustics and lighting inside the
theater) in almost all the Sudanese theaters. The researcher provided several
recommendations to resolve the designing issues according to the constraints,
measures and specifications of theaters.
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
