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Abstract

This research aims to explore the popular heritage and seeks for the
possibility of utilizing it in the Sudanese child-theater, meaning to
confirm and reinforce the significance of the heritage-components in
shaping the conscience and nation's identity, particularly children as
rising generations, and meanwhile they are the focus of the study. The
researcher used the Analytical Descriptive Approach to satisfy the
requirements of this research.

For the application phase of the study, the researcher selected three plays
purposefully composed for children and performed on the theater as
various elements of the popular heritage (folk tales, songs, proverbs,
games, and dances) associated with materialistic elements of culture. The
most important results include:

- The Sudan is rich with various popular heritage-elements which
can be utilized in child-theater.

- Child's future-identity is shaped by religious, historical and
heritage values and modern technology.

- Utilization of popular heritage in child-theater is weak as clearly
evident through the accomplished theatrical works for children.

- Trends for utilization of the popular heritage in child-theater,
furnish for an original Sudanese theater.

The most important recommendations are:

- There is need for an effective theatrical message to associate the
Sudanese child with his social, cultural and religious heritages.

- There is need for programs, activities and technical workshops to
participate in enhancing the efficiency of workers in the domain of
child-theater

- To consider the documentation and archive-works of the popular-
heritage all over Sudan

- To fund child-theater with sufficient and regular budget to qualify
it translate its vision into reality within the required social
development.
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
