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Abstract:

The subject of canonical correlation is applied when there are two large
groups. Each group has a number of variables to seek for the nested
correlation between these variables. Therefore, a consistent system must
be obtained in each set of variables. The variables in each group have a
correlation of the highest degree, and the second linear combinations in
each group will require access to the correlation between the great
correlations of the first linear combinations, and continues until the set
two consonant systems have been designated in their final form. The
problem of research is to know whether there is a close relationship
between the export group and the import group by using the method of
canonical correlation analysis as one of the multivariate analysis
methods to see the nested correlation between variables in the two
groups. And to know is the first canonical correlation better than the
second one? Several statistical analysis packages were used:( SPSS,
MINITAB, NCSS, and STATAL10, and XLSTAT). The study has
reached a number of results, the most important of which is that the
method of canonical correlation is useful in the representation of the
graph and the interpretation of the data through the discovery of similar
structures and relationships between different groups with multivariate



qualitative variables and classes of those variables. The study concluded
that: the conservation, development and attention to agricultural exports,
to take care of the local industry and benefit from the agricultural
products that are exported, develop and promote Sudan's bilateral and
multilateral foreign trade relations and activate the role of Sudan and its
presence in regional and international organizations and assemblies.
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
