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Abstract

The study examined factors affecting exchange rate in Sudan
during the period( 1990-2015). The problem of the research was to
answer the following questions: What is the effect of the variables:
"GDP, export volume, inflation rate, volume of foreign exchange
reserves" on the exchange rate in Sudan during the study period.

The study relied on the secondary data represented in books,
references, periodicals and official reports issued by the Central Bank of
Sudan in addition to previous researches, studies and websites.

The study assumes an inverse relationship between GDP, volume
of exports, volume of reserves in foreign exchange and exchange rate.

The study also assumes a positive relationship between inflation
rate and exchange rate.

The study reached a number of results, the most important of
which were: a positive correlation between GDP, inflation rate and
exchange rate, as well as a statistically significant inverse relationship
between the size of reserves of foreign exchange, the volume of exports
and the exchange rate during the study period.
The study recommended working on increasing real GDP and improving
the quality of goods and services produced locally, which in turn helps to
strengthen the exchange rate, as well as work to reduce inflation rates and
maintain the stability of prices by following appropriate economic

policies.
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
