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Abstract

This research aims at clarifying the role of the situation
and the context in illustrating intended meaning of the Prophetic
traditions relating to women which are comprehended by some
people as if they declare the inferiority of woman. The reason of
such assumption is that they have been circulated apart from
their context and situation and most likely reflects its
implications vague and meaningless the matter which
contradicts the supreme position of the woman in Islam.

Since the situation and context are important in identifying
and clarifying the meaning, it has been imperative for the
predecessor as well as for successor scholars to pay attention to.
This research relied on the prophetic hadith which are set forth
in Sahih Albukhari. Also, the research discusses the prophetic
eloquence, its causes and characteristics then the analytical
application to the selected hadith.

The research has come to a conclusion that paying
attention to the situation and context leads to an important fact
that the Prophet (Peace and Blessing be Upon Him) had been
concerned with the education of Muslim women to be
enlightened of what they benefit of in this life and the ways of
salvation in the hereafter, in various ways of discourse and
speech which matches each situation and at the same time
achieves its intended purpose. The diverse stylistics in which the
discourse was formulated aimed at conveying the message and
causing the intended effects thereof. Most shortcomings of
comprehending and understanding the Hadith properly
attributed to the fact that they are separated from their context
and occasions.

The miracle of the Prophetic Hadith which is obvious for
earlier and later researchers is represented in the selection of
words, syntaxes and the accuracy of their usage from which new
meanings and connotations are revealed to address and match
each epoch of time and hence, it would be evident for people
that it 1s the truth.
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
