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Abstract

This study has explored imagery in the volume of poetry named
(Qalb wa Tajarib) ( Heart and Experiences) by Mohammed Ahmed
Mahjoub. As rhetorical and critical investigation, study aimed to underpin
the rhetorical devices. The study is treated as practical since it has
focused on the analysis of the collection of poems.

The researcher has aimed to decode and interpret the poems using
descriptive analytical approach in addition to historical method in most
cases and statistical approach. This has enabled the researcher to
highlight secret of imagery that conveyed creativity and rhetorical
devices.

According to this study, the poet has depicted his imagination and
translated his psychological disposition in the themes of his poems. He
has vividly and descriptively managed to convey these feelings to the
readers with all its utmost vitality, rhetorical creativity and richness. The
poems therefore are characterized by being rich and interesting.
Following scientific method, the study consists of introduction, preface
and two chapters which are divided into themes. The conclusion consists
of the summary of the study, results and recommendations followed by
an appendix of the metres and rhymes of poems collected in the volume
(Qalb wa Tajaib). The study also consists of a list of sources and
references.

The preface is divided into the parts; The first part reviewed the
biography of the poet while the second part focused on the features of the
age of poet.

The first chapter has investigated the themes and purposes of (Qalb
wa Tajarib) under four themes : political, love, elegy poems and other
topics.

The second chapter has discussed rhetorical devices in (Qalb wa
Tajarib) collection under five themes which are the rhetorical devices
from modern and classical point of view, simile, metaphorical images,
metonymy and trope.

The study has concluded that the poet has utmost power of creating
figurative language and that imagery based on metaphor has topped and
gained the ultimate concern of the poet.

The new devices of the poetic collection have functioned to highlight the
sublime patriotic values.

The study has recommended publishing literary works of the poet
especially (Qalb wa Tajarib) conducting more studies about uncovered



areas by the researcher and placing emphasis on the Sudanese literature
and poets and writers as well.
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
