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Abstract

Tourism sectors have contributed to the economies of countries globally, and with the
continuous development of the tourism sector, especially hotels, which represent a large part of the
tourism industry. This came in line with the development of the different techniques of thought and
design. The interest in interior spaces and their design is an integral part of the design process of the
architectural design, which is injected with the main goal of attracting the biggest number of users
and earning their satisfaction.

Interior design represents the most important design requirements that inject the concept of
attraction and satisfaction of the building. Interior design of the spaces has a great impact on the
users of the space, especially in the buildings of tourism and hospitality in particular hotels and
specifically the hotel lobby.

In spite of the importance of the design of the internal core in the lobby, which is based on the
concept of attractiveness and satisfaction, users can translate the elements of interior design through
the theories and scholars of architecture to reflect the hotel's identity and the purpose of the facility.
This research was made to realize the importance of designing the internal interior of the lobby of
the hotel and how to apply it properly through exploring the interior design and lobby of the hotel.
We also explored different local, regional and international models as an example of how the interior
was designed for the lobby and what the problems, which are to be considered during the design
process of the lobby and the benefit of previous experiences in this domain, taking into account the
descriptive analytical approach.

One of the research findings is the lack of awareness and understanding of the importance of
interior design by designers, and this is clearly reflected in the interior design of the lobby of hotels
in the state of Khartoum. It was also noticed that the majority of these hotels did not consult interior
designers, but were just the result of the people’s personal taste and preferences. Little to none
foreign expertise or designers were consulted, and as a result the halls were designed with beauty
and cost considerations, but without considerations of direction or safety in mind.

The most noticeable of the results was the fact that innovation and diversity in the design of
the lobby spaces creates an atmosphere and makes up of the idea of the hotel in the memory of the
guests. Their experience is not forgotten, and it generates a desire for them to repeat the experience
once again.

It is not necessary to use a complicated design, which is intended to be an attractive lobby, it
is possible to adopt a design with one idea and to translate it through different architectural schools
to create the components of the lobby.

One of the most important recommendations of the research is for the architectural designer
to develop the interior design from the first stages of the design process. As well as to reflect the
thought of the hotel through the translation of elements of interior design. It is very important to
encourage the specialists in the city to educate the owners and designers about the importance of
interior design and its impact on the success of the project. This is in addition to the establishment of
regulations and laws for the importance of providing interior designs accompanying the designs of
hospitality buildings in Khartoum.
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
