The study objective is to know an impact of societal participation in Home-
garden (al Gabarik) development program in Dar al Salam area (Ombada
locality), also addressing an importance of Home- garden in improving the
food security and its contributions to an exploring new livelihood’s methods.
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The researcher used the questionnaire as an instrument to collect the
primary data , depend on the references ,report , bulletins to get the
secondary data which obtained through field survey means .

A questionnaire were used to interview 30 respondents and then the data
collected were analyzed manually to count the frequency and per cents the
research obtained the following results :-

= (90%) of respondents participated by individual method.

* (100%) said the program appropriate family needs.

» (63%) of respondents their relevance with extension workers is
meetings.

» (100%) of respondents assures that there is difference in an income by
increasing at level of household.

* (100%) of respondents believed that the Home-garden program assisted
them to explore new livelihoods and there is improve in the family diet.

= (46, 7%) of respondents said the difficulties facing the Home-garden
program is delay of seeds and other agricultural inputs.

According to the results obtained the researcher recommends the

following:-

The Technological transfer and Extension Administration (TTEA) should
provide an agricultural inputs in suitable timing , diversity of extension
methods to deliver an extension massage in proper manner, then enhance
the participation process from the beginning of programs .

The study recommends the studying society should consider the

participation process, particular women and youth, then should participate
in all implementation activities ,coordinating with other relevant institution

to assist in marketing the products as means this will lead to raise the level
of livelihood.
