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Abstract:

Medical waste is an issue of global concern because of its negative
impact on the safety of society and the environment.

The aim of the study is to identify the medical waste in Sudanese hospitals,
assess the current situation, identify the difficulties facing integrated
management, evaluate the behavior and practices of the workers with
medical waste, and develop a plan and solutions for treatment.

The importance of this study stems from the brief description of
medical waste management, the identification of strengths, and the
formulation of appropriate recommendations to reach the best state of the
environment

The analytical descriptive approach was chosen to describe the
current situation by defining the conditions and distances, characterizing the
relations and finding a precise scientific description to achieve the best
methods or solutions for the disposal of medical waste in Sudanese
hospitals in safe, healthy and non-human ways. And then the case study(
imperial hospital — khartoum ) because it is located in a distinctive location,
which is in the heart of Khartoum makes it an initial destination for patients
and shows the lack of full compliance with the steps required for safe
management of good waste, addition to the lack of awareness among the
workers of the seriousness of medical waste and the risk of dealing together,
one of the health institutions in the Sudan.

The result of the study is the lack of continuous monitoring of the
process of waste management and the lack of full awareness of the risk of
medical waste for you note mixing with ordinary waste and non-compliance
bags allocated to each type of waste with a small number of containers
compared to the quantity of waste with a lack of training or awareness and
guidance for workers

The study found the right steps to collect waste in addition to the
instructions and instructions needed to protect workers, medical staff and
patients.

This study recommends the establishment of a medical waste
management in hospitals composed of the members concerned and follow
international standards in all stages of the management of medical waste
from sorting, collecting, transporting, processing and training courses for
workers and medical personnel and vaccinating workers. It is also
recommended that certain ways be found to regulate safe and sound
management to eliminate the huge quantities of such wastes, in an
economical and cost-effective manner, so as to minimize health damage
and environmental damage. With the activation of the Medical Waste
Management Law by requiring medical institutions to send their waste to
medical waste dumps and to establish a special department for hazardous
waste, including medical waste.
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
