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Abstract

This study has examined the mobtada (subject) and predicate in the
verses of Maryam, Taha, Al Anbiya. The grammatical semantic study
aimed to highlight the influence of the Holy Quran on grammar of the
theses verses in terms of the mobtada and predicates . the researcher has
adopted descriptive analytical method and concluded that:

- The grammatical structures (mobtada and predicate ) came in these
verses preceded by definite articles except in only four position witch
came with out : One of these positions came in Maryam verse 33,

while it appeared three times in the Al Anbiya verses 33,35 and 43.
- The indefinite mobtada in these verses indicates generalization or

description in other cases .
- The grammatical features are mentioned 105 times while most the

predicates came in the form verbal clauses.
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
