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Abstract

The aim of this study is to know the role played by banks in financing
women's projects, to know the experiences of countries in women's
financing, and to identify the type of economic development and
renaissance. The objectives are also to highlight the role of banks in
financing projects and women's activities, and to discuss the positive and
negative aspects. The results of the study showed that 50 individuals with
100.0% received financing easily and did not face any problems in obtaining
funding. And (37) individuals (74.0%). Their main objective was to deal
with the bank and take the loan from it to increase income and improve
living conditions. This study has led to several recommendations: The
Central Bank should define part of the banks' coffers to fund women's
activities. It should take into consideration the nature of each bank. The
banks should be required to deal with other non-Murabaha forms, such as
participation and speculation.
