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Abstract

This study deals with the status of the Prophet's Hadith among the Muslims, his
Hojja in the sciences, the Islamic arts in general, and the sciences of the Arabic
language in particular, and that the Hadith comes after the Holy Quran in the rooting
and martyrdom in all sciences.
