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Abstract

The study examines interrogative style and its connotation in surat Al
Bagarah. The study also aims to explore interrogative techniques and
uses.Verses with such style and its metaphorical and non-
metaphorical meaning in the Quranic chapter of Al Bagarah and
artistic and aesthetic values of the technique.

The study has adopted descriptive analytical approach and arrived at
the following results:

The interrogative hamza (particle) is widely used, but the most
common techniques are the rhetorical interrogative style, exclamation,
rebuttal, affirmation and exclusion. Metaphorical interrogative
including equality particles and negation are less common. They are
mentioned only once.
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
