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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to find out the relationship between
mental health and scholastic achievement in the students of the
Psychology Department at the Faculty of Education, Sudan University of
Science and Technology. The aim of the study was to identify the
relationship of mental health to some variables (age, level of education,
academic achievement, gender) 40) From the psychology students, the
researchers used the mental health scale and then analyzed the data by the
statistical analysis program (spas). The researchers found that the mental
health of students in the psychology department is high, that the level of
academic achievement among the students of the psychology department
is high, and the absence of a statistically significant correlation between
mental health and scholastic achievement among the students of the
psychology department, In the psychology department according to the
gender variable (male and female) for the benefit of gender (female), and
the absence of significant differences in mental health among the students
of the psychology department according to the variable of the academic
level, and the absence of statistically significant differences In the level of
mental health students in the department of science And the absence of
significant differences in the level of mental health among students of the
Department of Psychology depending on the variable academic
achievement. The researchers provided some recommendations, the most
important of which are: the need to maintain mental health, the need to
pay attention to academic achievement, psychological support for
students and motivate them to achieve and perseverance, the need for
psychologists in educational institutions, the need to integrate the
educational environment in terms of educational means to raise the level
of academic achievement.
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
