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Abstract

The research aims to realize and measure the secondary school student’s attitudes
in Khartoum state, towards the general objectives of the artistic education, as well
as finding the differences in their responses in terms of the demographic variables
(gender, age, class). In achieving that goal, the descriptive analytical method was
adopted; the questionnaire and observation were selected as data gathering tools.
The population of the study was the male and female students in the secondary

school level in Khartoum state, a sample of (67) was randomly selected.

The research has five chapters, the first chapter includes the format of the research,
the second chapter contains the theoretical framework and the previous studies.
The third chapter presents the field study; the fourth chapter fourth has data display
and analysis whereas the final chapter is the conclusion of the research. The
research comes up with findings, suggestions and recommendations. The findings

of the research are as follow:

- The statistical analysis revealed no differences in the student’s responses
towards the general objectives of the artistic education, and the responses are
positive.

- The statistical analysis revealed no differences with significance under the
level .05 among the averages of the student’s responses towards the general
objectives of the artistic education in terms of the variable of gender.

- The statistical analysis revealed no differences with significance under the
level .05 among the averages of the student’s responses towards the general
objectives of the artistic education in terms of the variable of class.

The statistical analysis revealed no differences with significance under the level
