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Abstract

The study examined the effect of gold production on GDP in the period from
2000 to 2016. The study aims to know the production of gold and its
contribution to GDP. The problem of the study was that the country did not
benefit from the quantities produced of gold to contribute to the GDP.
Descriptive and Historical Methodology The study assumes that there is a
statistically significant relationship between gold production and GDP. There
are problems and obstacles facing the mining of gold in Sudan.

The following results show that there is a positive relationship between gold
production and GDP, gold contributed to all high inflation rates.

The study recommended the continuation of mining on gold by introducing
new mechanisms and techniques. Gold revenues should be directed to the
development of the productive sectors (agricultural and industrial sectors),
and traditional mining should be codified to limit its negative effects by
identifying and summarizing those working in this field.
