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Abstract

This study discussed the technical characteristics of female poetry during the
Andalusia. The study aimed at introducing the social classes with which those
female poets were associated, the poetry and its subjects that characterized each
social class and the characteristics that differentiated every class from the other
ones.

The study adopted the descriptive analytical approach because of its
appropriateness to nature of the study issue, through the description and technical
analysis of poems.

The study concluded many findings the most important include: the
Andalusia woman was able to follow up with the man and shined on the field of
poetry and literature outstandingly and strongly. The technical study of poetry
techniques showed the characteristics of Andalusia female poet’s technique, so the
poetry became as the mirror that reflected their psychological incentives including
the meanings and imagination arising from originality and Arabism. The Andalusia
