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Abstract

he study aimed to know the quality of life and its relationship to
the concept of self and psychological compatibility of the visually
impaired nautical center for the rehabilitation of the blind. The study
aimed to find out the relationship between quality of life and self-
concept, quality of life and mathematical compatibility, and some
variables (gender, age, educational level, nature of disability, degree
of disability). To collect information, the sample size was (130)
handicapped (96) males, (34) females. The sample was chosen by
simple random method and after data collection and analysis by SPSS
program Pearson correlation coefficient, Alfakronbach, T test and
Kruskal-Welsh test.Data analysis, the study reached the following
results: The quality of life and self-concept in the visually impaired is
high while the psychological compatibility is low, there are no
differences in the quality of life of the visually impaired due to
variables (gender, age, educational level, nature of disability, degree
of disability), Also, a direct correlation was found between the quality
of life and the concept of self and between the quality of life and
psychological compatibility of the visually impaired. The results were
also discussed based on the literature provided by the theoretical
framework and previous studies. Results of which keep up with the
progress of technical development and modern in the development
and installation of modern devices for the rehabilitation of the blind
and enable them to academic and vocational adjustment in the future,
attention centers rehabilitation for the blind and developed, to provide
psychological and social support for the visually impaired through
specialized programs to help them adapt..
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
