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Abstract:

Music is an art and science. The basic need of the music composition is talent.
There is a conflicts that music composition does not need scientific guide and
depend completely on talents.

The objectives of this study are to know the effect of studying music composition
on the talent, and to what extent that reflects in proper music composition in
Sudanese music. Also the aim of the study is to know the history of this kind of art
in Sudan. The type of the study is descriptive, comparative analysis.

Although studying of music composition theories is important, it was found that
talent is essential in this part.
