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Abstract

The present study aims to determine the role of the family
in the outcome for a student in secondary education. It also
aims to determine how the social standing of the family
affects their children's educational performance. The study
also aims to determine the most important difficulties
which hinder their children's educational performance.

To come to the objectives of the study the researcher used
the Descriptive Method based on analysis, criticism and
field observation for the purposes of the study, the
researcher used the best tool to collect information and
data: the questionnaire as a tool to collect Information and
data were analyzed by using the SPSS program at the
computer. The sample of the study was restricted to
secondary school students in both the arts and science
streams, girls and boys in the Idlib area of the Arab
Republic of Syria. The sample was predetermined and
chosen from more than twenty secondary schools, urban
and suburban. The study proposes to study the differences
between the urban and suburban secondary school. The
students were chosen based on their previous test level:
high, medium and low.

Generally speaking, the family was a clear role in the level
of academic performance of secondary school students.
The social class of the family has a role to play in the
enhancement of learning via the provision of learning
needs.

The educational level/background of the family plays a role
in enhancing the learning level of their children through
planning , timetabling and helping them with their lessons
and homework.
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There are no obstacles to learning ( of secondary school
students ) that can be related to the educational or social
levels of the family.

Excellence and / or its lacking are related to the student,
not the family. It has to do with his carelessness, lack of
interest and lack of motivation.

Based on the above the author has put forward some
recommendations the most important of them are :

a. It is important for the family to supervise their children
throughout their learning journey and to help them to solve
their learning problems as for as possible

b. The family should provide a suitable learning
environment away from any distractions and should
provide educational material support

c. The family should encourage their children when they
achieve high levels of success in order for them do even
better

d. The family should not criticize their children when they
experience failure .
