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Abstract

The research has shown the industrial sector role in creating work opportunities in Sudan
during (2000-2015). The problem of the search is the study about the importance of
contribution in industrial progress in employing and the impact of expenses on the
industrial sector in the rate of unemployment in Sudan.

The important assumptions of the research that the industrial progress positively
contributed in increasing the rate of workface in Sudan as well as the country policies
that support the industrial sector compared to agricultural sector which has led to an
increase into the rates of unemployment in Sudan.

The research has used a historical way and an analytic descriptive way. The most
Important results of these that some factories which employ a greater number of laborers
have stopped and this in turn led to firing (sacking) a number of laborers and also led to
absence of clear strategy for industry in Sudan that enhanced the vertical and horizontal
integration for production sectors and support demand in local inputs and in the end
creating many work opportunities.

Recommendation: the most important recommendation that should be followed are the
policies that help contribute in rehabilitating the factories which employ a greater
number of laborers and achieving available precise informative channels that are related
to statistics department, ministry of labor and other relevant establishments and creating

clear strategy for industrial which integrate with other productive sectors.
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
