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ABSTRACT

The hypothesis of the research is based on the fact that the civilizational
openness to the world and the urban growth in Khartoum city led to some changes
in its urban and architectural construction and transformation from its traditional
reality to a new reality characterized by modernity and with many transformations

and changes in the characteristics of urban growth.

The problem of the research is that by the advent of changes in the
characteristics of urban growth and the spread of Western architectural features the
traditional architectural character and urban fabric are deteriorated. The city of
Khartoum suffers from the existence of double—formality in its urban fabric, as the
urban components converge spatially but are separated in the temporal aspect
sometimes, which creates a state of contradiction and difference of formality and
led to the lack of the city's urban identity in the absence of features of Sudanese

architecture from the scene.

Hence the importance of research is to study the urban aspect of Khartoum city
in order to identify the problem of urban identity in the city by answering the
questions of research, which revolve around the interference and contradiction
between the features of Sudanese architecture and the features of globalization in

the architecture of Khartoum.

Within this reality, which expresses the problem of achieving Sudanese identity

in Khartoum city, the research adopted a descriptive, analytical approach that deals



with the concepts of urbanization, urban environment, urban patterns, architectural
identity, urban identity and globalization and determine the most important
architectural models that dominate the scene of the city and the extent of the
impact of globalization on them by using data and information obtained from

references, site works, research works and photography.

The research found that there are number of factors that have had a significant
impact on the architectural identity in Khartoum city. The city has also been
affected by globalization in different periods of time, which have reflected in
architecture and produced an architecture with multiple and different patterns, it
does not carry any aspect of Sudanese identity and do not reflect the place where

it is and does not fit its environment.

The research comes out with recommendations to build a future with urban

identity which has more presence in the city scene.
