Providing projects that suit all age groups with
special needs, and it is also recommended to train them on how
to work and benefit from projects before implementation. It is
also recommended for people with special needs to be interested
in attending the discussion group before starting the project and
also to pay attention to practical application, and the community
IS recommended to support and encourage individuals with

special needs To work and not to underestimate them as
