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Abstract

The study aimed to study the economic evaluation of Hashab gum in Sudan by
studying the effect of production exports of Hashab gum in addition to studying the
general trend of production and exports of Hashab gum as well as studying future
expectations over the next 10 years. The study relied in its methodology on the
methodology of econometric analysis and adopted the source of secondary data For
time series data for the period from 2002-2019, which were collected from the
Central Bank of Sudan, the Ministry of Industry and the relevant authorities of the
study. The study used the statistical analysis program (Minitab). It also depended
on the standard approach to describe, formulate, estimate and evaluate the study
model using the simple linear regression model to know the effect of Hashab gum
production on the exported quantity and to determine the degree of correlation
between them. The study reached many results, including the existence of a
correlation between production and exports at a rate of (32%) with non-significant
statistical significance. It affects production only 10%. Also, changing production
by one unit increases the yield of Hashab gum export by (0.056).

Through the (ARIMA) model to predict the production and export of Hashab gum,
we find that there is a decrease in the quantities produced of gum by the end of the
year 2029. The rate of exports indicates an increase in the return of the gum
product and this shows the extent of the importance of the product, which
increased the price by the end of the year 2029 despite the decrease in production
in Sudan during Same year in the forecast model. This study recommends paying
attention to monitoring gum Arabic and enacting strict laws for smugglers and
protecting the product to ensure its entry into the global stock exchange for glues
trade. The state should work to establish factories of high international quality for
the manufacture of nude gum for export as a factory instead of exporting it raw.
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
