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Abstract

The most important recommendations based
on the results:

2- Working to provide the technical contemporary
means in the secondary school.

3- Follow the method of debate and dialogue in
teaching to increase student's participation in
lessons.

4- Instructors to should encourage teachers to
diversify of teaching methods and avoid the
traditional methods.



5- The specialists at the Ministry of Education
should make reparation for the shortage of
books for students and guidebooks for teachers.

6- Appointment of graduate of collage of education
who are specialized in the subject in the
profession of teaching.

7- Officials who are in charge of publishing and
writing should make interest with the subject of
geography book in terms of the strength of the
cover, colors, and graphics.
