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EBSTRACT
The agricultural sector is exposed to many risks that lead to low production

and exposure to losses, and thus cause extensive damage to this sector, the
consequences of which are borne by farmers and producers. Despite these
risks, it was necessary to adopt the idea of agricultural insurance due to the
need for agricultural and livestock production for insurance protection, as
it is the backbone of the Sudanese economy. This study aimed to identify
the impact of agricultural insurance provided by Shikan Insurance
Company on the rate of income and stability of farmers in Al Rahad
locality, North Kordofan state, by knowing the most important personal
characteristics of the respondents and their attitudes towards insurance
services, in addition to the level of income and the desire to continue in
agricultural work.

To achieve the objectives of the study, the research used the questionnaire
as a tool for collecting primary data for the study, which was distributed
to a sample of the research community selected in a simple random way,
consisting of (60) beneficiaries of agricultural insurance services in North
Kordofan state. And collect secondary information from references,
studies and research.

The data collected through the research was coded, entered and analyzed
through the Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS) program to
reach (percentages, arithmetic averages, standard deviations).

The results showed that most of the respondents (93.3%) were males,
and the majority of them (45%) were in the age group (from 31-40) and
that the marital status of the majority of respondents (93.3%) was
married, and the educational level of respondents (35%) was secondary
education.

The type of possession for the majority of respondents (88.3%) is their

own property. And most of them (85%) own more than (25) khoums



agricultural areas. The respondents grow the corn crop at a rate of (100%)
alone or with other crops, and (41.7%) of the respondents practice trade
as a support profession with agriculture.
The income level of the vast majority of respondents (85%) is more than
(150,000) pounds per year. (46.7%) of them have more than five years of
experience with Shikan Insurance Company. And the annual income level
of the respondents (83.4%) has increased in recent years.
The results of the research also showed that the respondents' attitudes
towards the insurance experience on the ground were very highly
satisfactory (4.48). The insurance experience reduces the losses they are
exposed to to a satisfactory degree (4.08). However, the company's
dealings with the insured when the damages occurred during the
insurance period found limited acceptance among the respondents (2.98).
Likewise, the risks covered by the Shaikan Insurance Company were in
their opinion weak (1.82). As a compensation settlement method by the
company (1.80). And the value of compensation for damage (1.62).
Based on the previous results, the researcher recommends the following:
1. The necessity of training to spread the culture of agricultural insurance
through holding workshops and meetings with producer organizations
and financing institutions to encourage them to invest in expanding
agricultural production in terms of quantity and quality and to include it
under the insurance umbrella.
2. Striving for producers to own agricultural lands, because ownership
encourages production and insurance, by assembling small areas in larger
agricultural areas through cooperative societies.
3. Encouraging the introduction of cash crops with less risk than sesame,
and they are export crops.
4. Encouraging the financing of supporting agricultural inputs such as

fertilizers, pesticides, land preparation services, marketing and others.
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
