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Abstract

Peace culture is one of the basic pillars of preventing wars
and conflicts between human societies, and it's an important
source that promotes protection and provides stability, strength
and prosperity. However, despite this importance, very little
research addressed the central role that human rights protection
can play in promoting peaceful coexistence and addressing the
effects of wars, especially in the societies of developing countries
such as Sudan. Therefore, this study focused on investigating the
role that human rights protection through traditional and modern
methods can play in promoting peace culture in the areas of
armed conflict in South Kordofan state.

The study aims to know the historical roots from which
tribal and armed conflicts arose in different parts of Sudan, and to
shed light on the common traditional methods and means that
were used throughout history in resolving these conflicts and
knowing their suitability to the challenges of the present. In
addition to knowing the role that protecting human rights by using
modern, internationally recognized methods can play in
promoting peace culture.

The importance of the study stems from a sense of the
importance of peace culture in maintaining stability and security
of societies within a single country and in maintaining the
security and stability of countries with each other. In order to
achieve the objectives of the study, the descriptive analytical
method was used by studying the various theoretical concepts
related to the subject of the study and collecting and analyzing the
relevant data.

The results of the study revealed the presence of a positive
and statistically significant relationship between the protection of
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human rights through both the traditional and modern ways and
the promotion of peace culture among the communities of South
Kordofan State. The study came out with several
recommendations, including: Paying attention to the local cultural
heritage and supporting the civil administrations financially,
legally and morally so that they can play their role in settling
disputes and preserving cultural heritages such as the
reconciliation councils, the judiya and al-Nafeer and others, as
well as the adoption and implementation international legislation
and conventions for the protection of human rights, and the
development of school curricula to include human rights,
acceptance of others and peaceful coexistence.
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
