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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to detect the state of vocational

education in Jordan, the most important problems facing it and the

development approaches related.

To achieve this purpose, the attempted to answer the following

questions:

1.

What is the state of vocational education form the point of view of

teachers/trainers in the various streams of vocational education?

. Do the estimations of vocational education teachers with respect to

the state of vocational education vary according to: gender, teachers

experience and specialization in vocational education?

. What are the most important problems facing vocational education

from the point of view of teachers, trainers in the streams of
vocational education?

Do the questioners of vocational education about the problems
facing Jordanian vocational education differ according to the differ
according to the differ according to the: gender, teachers experience

and specialization?

. What are the vocational education development approaches from the

point of view experts and individuals responsible of vocational
education in Jordan?

To answer these questions, the researcher designed three instruments

as following:

a. Measurement of the vocational education state in Jordan. This
measurement is a questionnaire consisting of 42 items after

modification, falling in 6 different domains.




b. Measurement of the vocational education problems. This
measurement is a questionnaire consisting of 42 items after
modification, falling in 6 different domains.

c. Measurement of the approaches of development of vocational
education in Jordan. This measurement consists of three main
parts:

1. Measurement to measure the developments suggestion
consists of 24 items.

2. Measurement to measure the difficulties facing the vocational
education.

3. Measurement to measure further approaches of vocational
education. The researcher used interview with experts and
individuals responsible of vocational education in this
measurement.

The population of study consisted of 442 teachers’ males 221 female
241, from the educational directorates in Irbid government “7 directorates”,
distributing on all vocational education streams “industrial, agriculture,
nursing, hotels, home economics™.

The study sample consisted of 250 teachers, 141 males, 109 female
distributing on vocational education streams and on four educational
directors in Irbid government. The sample was chosen randomly. The
sample of experts and responsible consists of 32 subjects representing
persons responsible of vocational education in Jordan.

The study concluded to the following:

1. According to the teachers’ estimations, the state level of vocational
education is moderate.

2. There was no statistically significant difference between the
teachers’ estimations about the state of vocational education

attributed to the teachers’ experience.




3. From the point of view of teachers, the most important facing

vocational education was in the social and economical domain, the

estimations for these problems were moderate.

The estimation of teachers about the problems facing vocational

education do not according to specialization, on the other hand these

estimations vary according to gender and teachers’ experience in

some domains.

5. There are positive approaches towards the development of vocational

education in the future from the point of view of expert and persons

responsible for vocational education.

In light of these results, the study presented some recommendations:

Conducting more studies and researches in the domains of
vocational education, its requirements, curricula, society
needs.

Reconsidering the distribution basis of vocational education
students’ curricula and educational plans.

More attentions to material, financial and moral motivation for
both teachers and students.

More attentions to counseling, guiding the role of Media and
following the students after graduation.

Creating a partnership with private sector with respect to
funding and training vocational students.

Establishing vocational university to increase the chances for
students wishing to continue their higher education.
Employing modern technologies in vocational education

training.
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
