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Abstract
The theme of this study goes back to the period when the researcher was a
student in the College of Basic Education in the Country of Kuwait. At that time,
he was always engaged on thinking if it would be possible to carry a study that



would contribute towards serving the language of Quran, and to link between the
original and the contemporary. This can come based on the origin of knowledge
that is derived from Islamic knowledge in respect of measurement and viewing,
especially in the field of education and psychology, where the researcher is
specialized. It was since then that the researcher had started to gather the
references which he thought would assist him in this field. He went towards
crystallizing the mere perception into tangible practical steps, which had
eventually resulted in the thesis for his masters degree. It had developed from the
style of dialogue in the Holy Quran, and from exploiting it as a methodology for
teaching. It is thus that this study had come in aim of achieving that desire or
some of those ideas that transformed into a research problem as part of the other
problems and issues of Arabic language, but from a contemporary educational
point of view.

A feeling had developed within the researcher’s mind through follow up that
there is a serious problem related to qualifying and training Arabic language
teachers in educational stages from the basic up to the secondary levels. It is
quite noticeable that there is a marked deterioration in the outputs of basic and
even higher education. According to the researcher’s viewpoint, that may be
attributed to the level of attainment of the general education pupils in Arabic
language. It is an issue that deserves study and research before other issues. It
might be possible to arrive at identifying some of the reasons of this phenomenon
through scientific research which is based on methodological and scientific
origins. To change this perception into a programmed and methodological work,
the researcher thought that through the concepts of teacher training based on
sufficiency; it is possible to achieve the goals. This movement aims at making
education efficient enough to tangibly achieve its aims, taking into account the
requisites and desires of learners. According to the concepts of this movement,
the teacher is professionally and morally responsible for achieving specific
educational results for learners.

To arrive at achieving the objectives of this study, the study problem had been
formulated in a main question as follows: “What is the training program proposed
for designing the teaching competencies required for teachers of Arabic language
of both sexes in the third stage of basic education in Khartoum State?” A number
of secondary research questions had emerged from this question.

The first practical step after determining the research problem was selecting the
research methodology which will achieve the objectives expected from this study.
The researcher found in the descriptive methodology what he needed to describe



the phenomenon under research in the theoretical frame and previous studies. As
for the field study, it was dealt with according to the statistical program “SPSS”,
which is an analytical statistic style used in sociological studies.

Since it was necessary for scientific studies to take into account opinions of
experts, the researcher had prepared a questionnaire which he presented to a
group of experts to know their opinions about its competence in collecting the
field information necessary for the study. The questionnaire had been prepared
according to directions and remarks of those experts. It eventually became ready
to be distributed to the category targeted for the study. The questionnaire
statements amounted to (108) statements distributed over five major axes which
are: (Scientific competencies, professional competencies, personal competencies,
human competencies and evaluation competencies). In this study professional
competencies represented about (43.51%) of the competence list determined for
the study. That was due to its great importance according to the researcher view
point.

Since the main objective behind the preparing the questionnaire is to identify the
point of view of teachers in the field, three of seven Khartoum Localities were
selected. They were: Khartoum Locality, Omdurman Locality and Eastern Nile
Locality, and, since the original study community was relatively large,, the
researcher had taken a sample from the three Localities formed of (277) teachers
of both sexes. The sample selected represented about (15.43%) of the original
study community. That was a percentage that will achieve the objectives of this
study, giving a more realistic vision of the actual situation. The questionnaire was
divided into two major axes: an axis that was concerned about the importance of
the competencies stated in this study according to the teachers’ point of view,
and another axis that was concerned about revealing the need for training on
those competencies according to teachers’ view point. In aim of giving more
support for teachers’ answers through opinions by the circles concerned in the
Khartoum State Ministry of Education, and to know the real situation of teachers’
training and the extent of presence of teaching competencies among them, the
researcher prepared a number of research questions. He met some of the
Headmasters and Headmistresses of the schools where he had distributed the
qguestionnaire. He also made some interviews with Arabic Language Supervisors in
the same regions. He finally ended that by an interview with the Official
responsible for training in the Ministry of Education in Khartoum State.



The Most Important Results:

1/ A list was formed of the teaching competencies necessary to be acquired by
teachers of Arabic Languages of both sexes. They amounted to about (108)
competencies distributed over seven axes.

2/ The sample on which opinions the questionnaire was made asserted that the
competencies prepared by this study, according to their view points, were very
important, and important, for Arabic Language Teachers of both sexes,
teach this subject at the basic stage of education in Khartoum State.

3/ The sample on which opinions the questionnaire was made asserted that the
need for the training on competencies prepared by this study, according to
their view points, is very important, and is important for Arabic Language
Teachers of both sexes, who teach this subject at the basic stage of education
in Khartoum State

4/ Through the interviews made by the researcher it was clear that there was no
specific training program in Khartoum State for Arabic language teachers.
What is actually there are some training doses, or some doses given by way of
necessity and “professionalization”.

5/ The field study revealed that the percentage of school mistresses who work in
the third stage amounts to (56.7%) of the total number in the sample. It is
quite a high percentage, especially in boy schools at this age category, which is
the period of adolescence, with all the pressures it causes against women
teachers, taking into account that the numbers of boy and girl schools where
the questionnaire was distributed were equal (54) schools for each).

6/ In respect of being subject to training, the field results of the study showed the
following:

a) 5.4% of the sample who teach in the third stage did not receive any training
round in the field of Arabic language.
b) 13.7% of the sample received only one of the necessity and
professionalization training rounds held by Localities.
c) 14.4 received only two of those training rounds.
d) 3.6 of those who teach in this stage bear the Sudan School Certificate.
e) 3.6 % those of less than three years of experience in the teaching field.
f) 12.6% have experience that ranges between 3 to 5 years in the field of
teaching.
g) 20.2% have an experience that ranges between 6 to 10 years in the field of
teaching.



7/ According to these results, a training program was designed using minimized
education technology due to its characteristics which insure the results of
training and achieve the objectives of teaching Arabic language in the Basic
Stage as expected and aspired after by this study.

Recommendations:

1/ Reviewing the way in which Basic Stage teachers are being trained, and to make
training central and not to leave it for Localities, in addition to providing th
financing necessary.

2/ To care for measurement and evaluation activities and educational statistics by
the circles concerned in the Ministry.

3/ To interpret the list of competencies stated in this study on the ground through
adoption of training rounds through studied plans.

4/ To care for written expression and train teachers on it.

5/ To care for training and re-training to get teaching results that achieve
development goals in the Country, as there is no development without teaching
and no teaching without training.

Proposals for Future Studies:

A/ Carrying a study to identify the problems of written expression in Arabic
language in Basic Stage from teachers’ point of view.

B/ Carrying a study to identify the causes for the weakness about Quran among
Basic Stage pupils.

C/ Carrying a study to identify the role of intellect and its impact on the
educational process among teachers of Arabic language in the third stage of
Basic Education.

D/ Carrying a study to identify the reasons for the large numbers of female
teachers in the Basic Stage, and the effect of that on them from the practical
and educational point of view.

E/ Carrying a study to identify the extent to which Arabic language teachers can
gain people’s confidence about making them like Arabic language.

It is possible through what had been stated in this study, to say that it occupies a
marked place among similar studies as it had dealt with quite an important issue;
the training of Arabic language teachers. This comes due to:



First: Arabic language is not just a number of words pronounced verbally, but it is
actually the entity and culture of a Nation. It represents the ability of confronting
the civilization and cultural invasion to which the Nation is exposed in every part of
it.

Secondly: This language is the essence of education and the means of
communication between all subjects. Improving it and maintaining high standards
in it will definitely lead to improving other subjects and maintaining high standards
in other subjects. Consequently, any weakness in it shall result in weakness in
other subjects.

The researcher hopes that Arabic language fans and teachers that shall relieve
them from the alienation of Arabic language at this time in which foreign language
and local dialects are dominant.
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
