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Abstract

This study deals with “ The implications of the semantic preposition,
in Surat Alnoor”. It is an analytical evaluative and reformative study. It

tackles part of the Islamic syllabus of the secondary level. It aimed at

elucidating these prepositions and how Arabic Grammar Scholars looked at
them. Also the efficiency of these prepositions in connecting sentences. The
study comprised five chapters emphasizing the role of Hroof Almaani in
connecting the various Aias in Surah Alnur. This necessitated the follow of
these Hroof in surah Alnur and their meaning and implications and effects
and also showing ways of teaching them. The researcher employed the
descriptive approach emphasizing the statistical aspect.

The research looked into the famous meaning of Hroof Almaani
according to grammarian Arabic scholars. Many references were consulted,
but only two was emphasized on, namely “Sharh Ibn Oqual to Alfiat Ibn
malik” and “Awdah Almasalik 1 Ibn Hashim AlAnsari composed by
Mohammed Mubhi Eldin AbdEIHamid”. The researcher used other references

for more authentications.

Some of the important results of the study are:

Hroof Almaani in Surah Alnur have been repeated in different meanings
and helped greatly in connecting the verses (Aiat). The most repeated Harf (
letter) was the ‘waw’. It occurred in Surah Alnur 166 times. Mostly for
connecting sentences and taking part in judgment and that was in 92
occasions. The least of Hroof Almaani in Surah Alnur was harf Alnasb

Lakin. It occurred in only one situation in verse (Aia)21.

The most important recommendations:

To Keep Surah Alnur inside the syllabuses of third year high secondary
school, because it contains very important educational aspects for students at
that age. Hroof Almaani must be incorporated in the Islamic education

syllabus at all levels.
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
