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Abstract:

The educational implications of the image in some verses of the Holy
Koran, nature and art in accordance with bilateral linear, descriptive study
aimed to identify the concepts of image, and its relationships in different
experiences, to access the implications of education for the development of
educational learning experiences, and to clarify the importance of teaching
drawing and designing arts for all learners.

The study concluded appropriate educational implications, which the
most important of them is the discovery of equality between matter and
vacuum in value, and that aroused the bilateral linear, which is the building
block for natural images, as well as various symbols and statues. This drawn
a new definition of line that “line is construction or discharge (distraction,
cutting away) a regular row of any elements in any case, in the straight or
curved direction, in contact or discharge." And that the construction of the



image of anything is the fit between the material and vacuum, and if the
disappearance of the vacuum dominated, the material and anything will be
impossible to distinguish, and vice versa. And that there is a difference in the
image concept between the Holy Quran and the three-dimensional nature
images of its unparalleled views of the hand, and the arts on the other. And
that all activities undertaken by the people are the arts in different forms of
simulation and representation, corresponding to the type of activity and
environmental and social input. And that emerged the idea of "multiple
symbols for the same subject,” which the researcher linked to the various
teaching methods, and linked to the nature as the source of facts and useful
icons. Thus, any language experience includes the roots of what are
intrinsically natural facts, which required the need to care for language arts,
as well as the arts of drawing and designing, and teach them all learners
early in their education.
The researcher recommends the following:

1-Reorganization of the implications of the theoretical and practical art
education, and plastic art in particular, is strongly needed to be kept up
with developments in related researches, such as this study, and that the
current teaching methods have to be handled as multiplicity of symbols of
the same subject.

2-The inclusion of sophisticated ideas about the line and image in the

implications of general educational experiences is important, and to
reconsider the meanings and definitions of the line in dictionaries &
encyclopedias.

3-There is a great importance in teaching the art of drawing, designing, and
an excellent linguistic expression, which are the most important symbols
and inputs of communication, learning, and manufacturing.
