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Abstract

The study deal with Islamic rooting programs adopted by
Sudanese Universities and the philosophy upon which has been
based at the Institute of Islamization of Knowledge - University of
Gezira in the period (2000-2008 AD). It has a theoretical and
empirical importance. The theoretical importance is to study the
concept upon which the rooting programs have been based, and
then, in practice, the transition of the cycle of search theory to a
practical exposure to the challenges and constraints faced during
application. The researcher has tried to pursue a variety of goals
the most important of which is contribution to the study of the
concept of Islamization of knowledge and its clarity to targeted
institutions and tracing of application in Sudanese Universities
considering the principles and fundamentals for the design of
programs and finding out on the positive and negative aspects.
The study followed the analytical descriptive approach in order to
identify the concept in terms of incorporation, development and
applications of the concept in the field of higher education and
scientific research, the study used social survey method to identify
the vision of the study sample. The data-collecting tools include
questionnaires to samples of graduate students represented in the
Master of Sociology and Communication Sciences, in addition to a
sample of undergraduate students, Faculty of Economics and
Rural Development, University of Gezira .The researcher used
interviews to clarify information contributed by some scholars who
specialize in the subject of the study. Data analysis was done
using the SPSS package. The study concluded that there are
variations between the Communication and Sociology programs in
terms of researches conducted in the program. The study sample
has come up with vision of Islamic rooting programs in Sudanese
universities. The study recommends revising programs concerning
Islamization of knowledge and attracting scientists who are expert
in the field and coordination with related organizations and
encouraging outstanding students to enroll in fully funded
programs of graduate studies, as well as to encourage and support
Scientific research and writing of textbooks.
