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Abstract

This study aimed at the determination of the socials economic
and school factors; which led to non-continuation of girls, in the
basic education stage, at Kassala and the Red Sea States, from the
view point of the teachers (males and females).
The study dealt with the basic concepts in its theoretical
framework which are related to education, girls education and
exposed some statistics of both states; and a historical treatise
about women’s education in general.
The study used the questionnaire method, which was prepared by
the researcher. A sample of 263 teachers (male and females)
received this questionnaire, in the two states. For the analysis of
the data collected by the questionnaire, the descriptive approach,
was adopted.
The study reached a group of findings, of which the most
important, are that the social factors which effect the non-
continuity of girls, in the basic education, in both states, to a great
extent, are represented by the following:
1- The non awareness of the parents of importance of the
education of girls, in schools.
2- The preference of the families of early marriage of girls.
3- The girl’s education comes in the next degree, to boys
education, in importance.
4- The lower educational level of mothers and fathers, in the
area.
5- The preference of husbands of the non-continuity of their
services education after marriage.
Likewise, the important economic factors, which lead to the non-
continuity of girls in their basic education, in the two states, are
represented by the following:



1- The low income level of families, in the area.

The most important schools factors, which lead to the non-
continuity of girls, in basic education; and which lead to their
none continuity in basic education, in the two states, are
represented by the following:

1- The lack of mass awareness, of the significance of girls
education, in the region.

The research presented a number of recommendations, of which
are the following:

1- Increase of the awareness of fathers and guardians, of the
importance of girls education.

2- The return of the system of the free meal, which was
provided to the girl pupils, in remote areas, away from the
school.

3- The abandoning of mixed education, at the girls schools.

4- The facilitation of the educational service, by none imposing
any fees or charges, to be paid by the fathers and guardians.

5- Cooperation of the Localities, Popular Committees, village
councils, Native Administrations and religious men and
preachers, with the Parents Councils and teachers, in
enlightening people, about education and its necessity for
girls.
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
