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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the leadership role of football in
national security-related crises

And to identify the national security-related crises and see how
football association Sudanese national security, the researcher used
the descriptive survey and questionnaire as a tool for data
collection.

The research sample consisted of (94) members of the
administrative staff leaders and sports institutions selected
Sudanese security simple random way out of (188) individuals and
(50%) of the total study population.

Data were processed using the statistical software packages
statistical (SPSS )

The most important results of the study were as follows: -

1- There is a role for football in the promotion of national
belonging and loyalty
through the posts and external Achievements.

2- There is a role for football in the promotion of peace and
resolution of problems and disputes within the home.

3- There is no strategic plan for the development of football in
Sudan.

4- Problems football accommodate the political and economic
dimension and moral support to national security.

The researcher has provided some of the recommendations that
were most important:

1- the need to develop a comprehensive and integrated
strategy in terms of the goals of economic, social and
political culture of football.

2- a new law for sport and the statutes and regulations of
football to achieve the goals of the overall strategy.



3- need to pay attention to the selection and preparation of
rehabilitation and refine the administrative and technical
leadership working in the field of football.
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
