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Abstract

This research tackes the utilization of visual aids for education
the nomadic community of the Commission of Dalanj in north-
eastern part of Kordofan State, as embodied in the television ground
transmission amplifiers and the usage of the fuzz rug.

Telecast live by the television ground transmission amplifiers
for the teaching of English; provided that those lessons operate over
a programmed time span from the main studios of the Commission
of Dalanj’s television. Albeit, the transmitted lessons may not
exceed the temporal restricition of the current daily lessons
commensurate with the scope of the capacity of the basic level’s
pupils.

The researched has adopted the empirical methd, where the
pupils of the 5™ form of the basic school of “Al-Neila” region
represent the “experimental school” whereas the 5" form pupils of
“Al-Huda Basic Level School” (Al-Dhulayma) represent the control
school. The sample comprised 28 pupils of both genders,
representing the two groups of the research, i.e. the experimental
group and the control group, that the researcher has selected through
adoption of the deliberate method out of the form examination
results and the general standard of attainment of the two schools,
particularly during the years 2002-2005.

Subsequent to assigning the test, computing its marks and
conducting the appropriate statistical analysis in the English
language subject, the findings were as follows:

1- The experimental 5" form group which was taught the
English language subject via the televised transmission
performed better than the control group.

2- The performance of the experimental group’s 5" form
pupils in respect of their academic standard of attainment in
English: the application of television rendered better
attainment than the attainment of the control group
(conventional method).

3- Application of visual aids is totally absent in the basic level
education of the nomads, which is a problem that can be
attrbuted to scarcity of means.

4- There are no education programs by the regional television
(the present experiment can be utilized for that purpose).



On the basic of the above findings, the researcher recommends
the following:

v¢  Catering for the application of visual aids in the teaching of
nomadic communities.

¥¢  Qusligivsyion and training of the basic level teachers of the
nomadic communities pupils on the usage and operation of
devices like the television and the video, and orienting them
on their malfunctions that may impair clarity.

v« Complete cooperation among the service establishments as
embodied in the Ministries of Education, Health, Animal
Resources, Shepherds’ Union, the National Television
Corporation and farmers for the puprose of instating a special
channel for the education and edification of the service sectors
and the education of the nomadic community offspring.
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
