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This Thesis targets to answer the following study problem :
“What is the style of Qura’nic Dialogue ?. How to teach the
Islamic education in the eighth class in the primary stage 7.

Nine bronchial questions had been emerged from this problem,
and all of them targets to achieve the study targets, of which are:

What is the style of Qura’nic dialogue styles ?.

What are the educational styles stated in the Holy Qura’n
in the education field. ?

This style is also suits the
characteristics of the students of this class, whenever the
teacher commit himself with the steps stated in this study.

4-  The organization side is provided in the third class
curriculum of the primary stage, and the possibility of the
usage of the Qua’nic dialogue style is provided in the content.

5-  From the most important recommendations are :

1- The researcher recommends for the Federal and State
Ministries the necessity/ up grading the capabilities of the
teachers from the side of the university , occupational and

2-  The researcher recommends for the Federal Education
Ministry to review the eighth class curriculum from the side
of the scientific subject with the graduation in that.

3-  The necessity of the consideration of the Islamic education
subject and to have full concern with behavioral and value
side of the students behavior much than the keeping by heart
and the success in the examinations.
