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Abstract

The main objective of this study is to evaluate the
effectiveness of the program of the Arabic language for Basic
School teachers at the faculties of education in different
Sudanese universities from the point of view of the students and
the teaching staff.

In order to achieve this objective the researcher has opted
for investigating the students and teaching staff opinion on the
contents of the program as well as the time at allotted for it, and
the extent of the program achievement of its objective in
preparing teachers from an academic, professional and
intellectual perspective.

The researcher has also tried to investigate the suitability
of the Arabic language program in achieving its aims and in
meeting the needs of the Arabic language teachers.

The researcher has also investigated the methods of
teaching, the evaluation process and the audio — visual used. The
researcher has suggested nine assumptions for the research all of
which evolve round the suitability of the courses, the time
allocated for the programmer the program contribution to the
academic, professional and intellectual preparation of the Arabic
language teachers.

The assumptions also cater for the methods of teaching,
assessment, audio visuals and practical education.

The assumptions concerning methods of teaching,
assessment and audio visual have not been realized.

The following are the results which the study has arrived at:-

1. The students have ascertained that the contents of the
program are suitable for achieving. The target objectives
and the time allotted for the program is adequate.

2. The contents of the program courses are suitable in
meeting. The needs of the Arabic language teacher from
the points of views of the students and to some extent
from the point of views of the teaching staff.



There are differences of statistical relevance between the
teacher students and those students who came through the
Admission office in the range of 40% acquisition of
knowledge, skills and attitudes towards education favour
of the teacher students.
Lecturing is the predominant way of teaching and various
methods of teaching are neglected.
Evaluation techniques are not used in the assessment of
the students work. The essay test is the most used
technique.
Audio visuals and the latest technology are not used. The
blackboard is the only means used in the program.
The researcher has arrived at the following
recommendations:
. Training is essential for the teaching staff at the faculties
of education in order to promote their teaching techniques.
It 1s also important to urge the teachers to use the audio —
visuals and the latest products of technology.
. Training the teaching staff to vary their methods of
assessment in order to be able to evaluate all the language
skills.
. More emphasis should be given to drills and varying of
questions and assignments. Concentration should be on
functional grammar rather than conventional grammar.
