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Abstract

This study aimed at recognizing the degree of the knowledge of the
intermediate school assistants for vocational competencies (personal,
administrative and technical) and its importance for their work in Al-Jawf

educational area.



The researcher used the descriptive method because it is adequate for this
study; he used the questionnaire for collecting information and data. This
:questionnaire consisted of three fields

.Field of personal competencies

Field of administrative competencies

Field of technical competencies

The number of the questionnaire’s paragraphs was (60) which was
distributed on the sample of the study that included two categories; the
first category was the headmasters of the intermediate schools. The
subjects of this category reached to (55) headmasters who were
selected randomly from (110) headmasters that represented the whole
community of this category with 50%. The second category was the
intermediate schools agents, the subjects of this category were (54)
.that represented (107) school agents with 50%

The researcher used means, standard deviations and ( T. test ) as
statistic coefficients for analyzing, discussing , explaining the data
:and finding out the results. The results revealed the following

The degree of the knowledge of the intermediate school agents for
personal, administrative and technical competencies was high
.’according to their opinions and their headmasters

The degree of the importance of personal, administrative and
technical competencies was high according to their opinions and their
."’headmasters

There was no differences with statistic sign at the sign’s level (=.05) in
the degree of knowledge of the intermediate school agents for the
vocational, administrative and personal competencies according to

.’their opinions and their headmasters



In the light of the results of this study the researcher recommends the
:following

Giving the agents of intermediate schools a training for the necessary
competencies that is important for their work and paying attention to
the specialized training programs and workshops that are important for
.preparing who are selected for the job of intermediate school agent
Preparing a clear functional description for the work of intermediate
school agent according to the results of researches and studies in this
field

Determining the kinds of vocational competencies that are important
for the work of intermediate school agents and practice them

.continuously in addition to providing feedback continuously
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
