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Abstract

This study aims to appraise the suitability of the preliminary classes
curriculum in meeting the students needs in Al Jouf educational area
in teachers and educational directors point of view, as the study
community included teachers and educational directors from Al Jouf
educational area reaching a number of (259), whereas a suitable
sample was taken among them in random way in order to present the
original research community. The case study included (130) teacher
and educational director as (126) valid questioner for analysis was

collected, therefore the percentage of the valid questioner reached
(69.9%).

The following Analytical procedures were used in order to meet the
study questions which are:

- Descriptive analysis.

- One sample T-test

- Credibility

It concluded to many important outcomes such as:

1- The preliminary classes' curriculum meets student's needs in
Al Jouf area, as the calculated average reached 4.4246 which
is considered higher than the average of the measuring tools.

2- The content of the preliminary classes' curriculum is suitable
for the students needs in Al Jouf area, as the calculated
average reached 4.1022 which is considered higher than the
average of the measuring tools.

3- The educational and activity manners used were suitable for
students needs as the calculated average reached 3.8186 which
is higher than the average of the measuring tools.

4- The apprise manner used was suitable for students needs in Al
Jouf area as the calculated average reached 3.9626 which is
higher than the average of the measuring tools.



5- Positive samples directions towards the preliminary class's
curriculum as it reached 3.5026 which is higher than the
average of the measuring tools.

Many recommendations were made such as:

1- The importance of concentrating on following up the updated
educational technology development especially for the basic
stages students.

2- Establishing a specialist committee to follow up the
preliminary stages and making necessary adjustments in order
to upraise the suitability level for the basic stages students.

3- Concentrating on teaching the student the basics of self
learning without depending on the transferred information
from the teacher.

4- The necessity of building a belonging feeling in the student
towards his country and religion when setting the curriculums
for basic preliminary stages.

5- The importance of holding training courses for the preliminary
stages teachers in order to develop their ability of upraising the
curriculum suitability for the preliminary stages.
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
