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Abstract

This study aims to acknowledge the reasons behind the high schools
students low grades in the Ministry exams compared to their grades in
the school exams, as the study community included educational
directors and high school principles and teachers and a high school
graduates in Al Jouf educational area with a number of (181)
questioner distributed among them.

The following Analytical procedures were used in order to meet the
study questions which are:

- Descriptive analysis.

- One sample T-test

- ANOVA

- Credibility

It concluded many important outcomes such as:
1- The teacher has a main role with the high school low grades.

2- The student has a main role with the high school low grades.

3- The Ministry of Education has a main role with the high school
low grads.

4- The student holds the major responsibility for the low grades in
high school followed by the Ministry of Education and then by
the teacher.

5- There is an argue in defining the reasons of low grades in high
school due to (age, academic certificate, the position and
experience)



Many recommendations were made such as:

1- Concentrating on educational directors in sitting the exams
questions especially at the end of the course.

2- Setting a certain regulations to monitor the schools exams and
take care in preparing and conducting them.

3- Scheduling the teachers in training courses in putting the exams
questions and it's types.

4- Supervising and auditing the students’ evaluation and punish
lazy teachers.

5- Continuous studies are suggested to make a contingency
between scores and real levels of students and repair any
problems may happen.
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
