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Abstract

This study covers the milks production topic in Sudan, and its
achievement extent to the self- sufficient, and the main purpose from the
measure of this study, is the disclosure of the real reason of the big gap in
the milks production field in Sudan, despite its enjoyment of an animal
wealth a halo is estimated at about 130million heads, and in spite of the
enjoyment of Sudan of many climates it is good for breeding and milk
animals despite, all this the gap remained broadening and broadens in the
course of time and the years the import of milk has exceeded in the period in
a noticeable way, where a value reached what Sudan imported from the milk
and its products in year 2006 DD: 62.976.000 dollars, after was: 47.787.000
dollars in year 2005 AD and 27.976.000 dollars, in year 2004 Eng.
According to the annual report of Sudanese Central bank the study cared for
the treatment of this problem, and the study of the reasons of decline and the
deterioration of the Albanians sector in Sudan a general, with the
concentration on Khartoum State accompanied by a field study of the
condition in the state in questionnaires form to all from: the producers, the
consuming ones, the peddlers and Al Bagala owners and the supermarkets,
and the study has showed that the ratio of 54.2% who the survey included
them consumes to the import of the milk factories stopped to which strayed
it the government or the one that follows the private sector. After she
collided with the problems and the obstacles that obstruct the way of this
industry development, these obstacles are restricted in: the environmental
characteristics and the spontaneity, and the problems and the productive and

manufacture obstacles and the marketing ones and the legislative and



organizational characteristics, and finally the problem and the obstacles
walking the follow of the foreign trade to the Albanians and their products.

To all this he was it is a must from the resistance to these
problems and the obstacles that obstruct the way of this sector
development, and limits its liberation and its advance and the
solutions have focused in the coming:

The putting of the serious economic studies of the milk sector,
overcoming the producer obstacles from the traditional sponsors and
the owners of the new dairies, the care for the qualification and the
training, the care by the good helalth care, working for spreading the
stability climate the one with the production increases. The solution of
problems that faces the standing Albanians factories and the increase
of the main facilities necessary for the support of this sector, from:
paved ways, the establishment of the centers of the collection of the
milks.

The provision of cooled vehicles for the transfer of production
to the factories this is in addition to the care for the provision of the
blameworthy climate for the investment in this field, and the provision
of electricity and fuel and the waters and its price reduction. And the
rejection of bureaucracy and the futile government measures. And
with little of the care form the country and the private sector. And the
specialized scientific institutions we will come to the desired god
