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Abstract

This study aimed at knowing role of reading and writing composition
skills in developing the creative thinking of Grade 7 pupils at the Basic
Stage in Kassala State.

The researcher adopted thedescriptive analytical methodology, and
usedexperimental method, for which two groups were selected: a control
group and an experimental one. Both groups underwent a dimensional test
for which the SPSS program was applied to tackle the test marks.

The researcher also used the questionnaire. The population of the
study was 107 male and female Arabic language teachers of Grade 7. The
researcher chose 50 male and female teachers as a sample of the study which
was analyzed by the arithmetical medium and coefficient curve.

Having had analyzed the questionnaire’s axles and the dimensional test,
the study reached the following conclusions:
1. There were variances of statistical indication in favor of the
experimental group in reading skill.
2. Reading skill developed the creative thinking of Grade 7 pupils.
3. There were variances of statistical indication in favor of the
experimental group in composition skill.
4. Writing skill developed the creative thinking of Grade 7 pupils.
5. The syllabus developed the creative thinking of Grade 7
pupilswritingcompositionskills.
6. The teacher developed the creative thinking of Grade 7 pupilsreading
skills.
7. The teacher developed the creative thinking of Grade 7 pupils
writingcomposition skills.
The most important recommendations:

Exerting efforts and taking more care of reading and writing skills as
they develop the creative thinking. Questions should be formulated in a way
that stimulatesthe thinking ability of pupils. Pupils should feel free in
selecting composition topics. Loud reading should be separated from the
silent reading. Specific exerciseshould be allocated for every type of
reading.
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
