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Abstract

teachers in helping third grade students at secondary the schools,

Omdurman locality to develop their critical thinking skills. The

researcher manipulated the problem of the study through the

following question: what is the role of the Arabic language teachers
in helping third year students to develop their critical thinking
skills?

The researcher uses the descriptive method for answering the

study questions and testing the following hypotheses:

1. Arabic language teachers in third grade of secondary schools
Omdurman locality have positive role in developing their
students’ critical thinking skills.

2. Arabic language teachers have outstanding effort towards the
development of critical thinking skills of their students.

3. The content of Arabic language curriculum is concerned with a
considerable amount of critical thinking.

4. Critical thinking skills have clear evaluation methods that
distinguish them from other skills.

The researcher has chosen the questionnaire as a tool for data

collection after which she has chosen a population of Arabic

language teachers who work at Omdurman locality and teach

Arabic language in third grade of secondary schools that consist of

(385) teachers, the researcher uses simple random sampling from

(69) schools in Omdurman locality, so the number of the

participants in which the study tools have been applied to is (207)

teachers male and female, and the percentage is (53,8%) of the

whole population.
