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Abstract

This research addressed the topic of the effectiveness of monetary policy
in the stability of the exchange rate commercial banks in the analytical
study of some of the banks represented in the (Bank of Khartoum, Faisal
Islamic Bank of Omdurman National Bank).

The study aimed to:

1/ identify the steps involved issued by the Central Bank and monetary
policy

2/the commercial banks' commitment to these policies,

3/Get extent to keep up with the banks to changes in the stability of
exchange and study relied in order to achieve its objectives on the
following assumptions:

1/ monetary policy issued by the Central Bank very effective in achieving
relative stability of the exchange rate.

2/ commercial banks committed to monetary policies issued by the
Central Bank of the thing that helped greatly in the stability of the
exchange rate.

3/ There a statistically significant relationship between the decline in
export earnings in the recent period and the devaluation of the national
currency.

The study found the following results:

1/ instability monetary policies issued by the central bank highlighted the
gubernatorial market Almaazi manage foreign exchange.

2/monetary policy a major role in increasing the volume of foreign
exchange resources in the banking system.

3/deterioration of the value of the Sudanese pound against other
currencies as a result of low productivity sectors. The drop in exports led
to the detection of the Sudanese lack of hard currency reserve in bank
Aantrza basket, which led to control the parallel market of foreign
currency.

The study recommended:

1 / emphasis on full coordination between the Ministry of Finance and the
Central Bank to support the stability of monetary policies to enable the
management of foreign exchange in the framework of the banking
system.

2 / interest in productive sectors and direct foreign capital to invest in it
and focus on the agricultural sector and increase interest in agricultural
renaissance to increase and improve productivity for the purpose of.
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
