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Abstract

The study aimed at identifying the microfinance situation in
the Sudan with reference to the Social Development Corporation
and Sudanese Agricultural Bank and realizing the problems of
finance and guarantee facing small scale projects.



The researcher has raised questions such as: to what extent
banking institutions take into consideration the circulars issued
by the Central Bank of Sudan (CBS) relating to facilitate
guarantees provided to clients for microfinance and the actual
practice? what extent the Sudanese Agricultural Bank and Social
Development Corporation are interested in providing priority to
projects for poor business activists and stimulating them. To
achieve the objectives of the study, the historical and descriptive
analysis approaches were applied as well as the questionnaire.

Where hypotheses represented in the following: Thereis a
relationship between the complex procedures for MFls, banks
and delay between grant funding for clients. There isa
relationship between MFIs and banks and between the use of
conventional collateral when granting funding. Thereis a
relationship between MFIs and banks, and to follow up the work
between the client.

The most important findings are as follows: it is found that the
Sudanese Agricultural Bank and Social Development
Corporation deal with the traditional guarantees pertaining to
microfinance clients despite the instructions of the CBS to
facilitate the guarantees and so these institutions will encourage
clients for further demand for finance. There is no any
difference between banks and financial institutions with respect
to finance and follow up process until the end of the operation.
However, there are more services provided in banks compared
with financial institutions such as current accounting, saving
and remittance.

The most significant recommendations call the concerned
parties of the government to give more consideration for small
scale projects by creating marketing opportunities in
coordination with producers for promoting domestic products.
It is necessary to exchange experience between Social
Development Corporations in States for training and experience
and emphasis should be made on projects with comparative
advantage in order to transfer the experience.
