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Abstract

The research Discussed the following administrative costs of the
projects implemented by the global non-governmental organizations
in Sudan, Applied to Oxfam America as a case study where the study
focused on the support of the global non-governmental organizations,
both those that are implementing programs to provide direct projects
for targeted individuals, such as the ACORD, IRC, CARE, or those
that are implementing programs and indirectly through partners such
as (OXFAM-America).

Therefore, the research focused on the factors that affected the
administrative costs of the international non-governmental
organizations and the effects of these costs to the projects of these
organizations.

The research used descriptive methodology and statistical analysis to
determine the impact of projects on the administrative costs of non-
governmental organizations.

The research reached the following results:

(1) the administrative costs in the international organizations are
mainly dependent on the overall budget of the Organization.

(2) The administrative costs do not affect the job with pay.

(3) The administrative costs do not affect the number of beneficiaries.
(4) The administrative costs of the international non-moral to the
number of projects implemented by the organization.

Based on the results presented above research the following
recommendations:

(1) focus on the organization's overall budget, because the study has
proven their relationship to the moral obligations to all the variables

tested.



(2) the lack of a moral relationship between administrative costs and
most of the variables tested in this research does not mean the lack of
importance of costs for projects of non-governmental organizations
and administrative costs, because a very small part of the total cost of
non-governmental organizations.

(3) Recommended researchers to study after the total cost of non-
governmental organizations.

(4) International organizations to increase the size of their budgets in
order to make a difference in their activities and achieve greater
efficiency in their projects, because the study found that the budget is
changing the most impact on the rest of variables.

And research is one of the research on the subjects did not receive as
much as a myriad of study in the Sudan, despite the large role of non-
governmental sector and the importance of administrative costs for

this sector.
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
