The study adopts the analytical, descriptive, deductive and the historical
methodology to reach specific findings of impact on e-banking and
attracting liquidity to the banking system depending on the secondary
sources of data like books, references and the initial data such as the
periodical reports and direct interviews and the issues related to the topic

of the study throughout the period of the study (2003 - 2007).
The study reached many findings the most important of them are: the e-
banking system represents a reward for the clients to deposit their money
a matter which is reflected in the noticeable increase in the total local
deposits upon the application of the system, A. T. M. card attracts a great
number of people to deal with banks a matter which participated in
attracting the money to the banking system and remain there for a long
period, sales point though they newly introduced, they form a new mean
of keeping the money within the banking system where the performance
of commitments are done through transfer between the banks guarantees

the remaining of money within the banking system positively.

The most important of the recommendations are the importance of
employing the percentage of surplus liquidity at the banks, subject of the
study, by trying to enter in relatively guaranteed investments so the client
shall not feel fear from dealing with banking system, the bank can
increase the deposits of its clients by increasing their trust therein and
develop the means of banking and administrative work.
