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Abstract

The study aims through its theoretical framework to identify
advantages and constraints of real estate banking finance , study
addressed the advantages of real estate finance deal for all its parties
, bank , client, brokerage houses and other relevant parties which
affect by relationship and activity of this sector , The study also aims
through its analytical framework to stand particularly in obstacles
facing the sector, which reduce the capacity of clients in obtaining the
required funding from Sudanese banking industry ,the study
addressed problem of weak bank's capital and available resources
and its characteristics that relatively unstable making it difficult to
exploit these deposits in real estate finance projects which require
large amounts and long terms to return it, the study also addressed
the currently operational problems in laws, policies, regulations and
procedures, in order to achieve that study was conducted on Faisal
Islamic Bank (Sudan) and the sample size was (52) employees working
for departments that have directly related to real state banking
finance, funding management, investment management , risk
management, and legal management, the study relied on
guestionnaire that specifically designed to serve the purpose of study,
which was distributed equally among departments mentioned,
descriptive analytical method was used ' and for analyzing data used
statistical analysis program (spss), the study found numbers of results,
including controls and policies of real estate finance in Sudan, as well
as inflexibility of laws and procedures and increase state's legal
expenses to transfer of ownership and real state banking finance
regarded as obstacles faced clients in obtaining required Funding,
Through Results We have reached a number of recommendations,
including Necessary to amend the regulations, policies procedures,
and establishment of a special law of real estate financing in Sudan.
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
