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Abstract

The research investigated the economic impacts of civil war on
Northern Darfur State during the period 1998-2007.



Significance of this research comes from significance of
economic effects of war on the state and the country. Moreover,
there is a little research on this area of investigation. The
research adopted different techniques to analyze data including
statistical, inductive and historical techniques. In particular, the
research focused on econometric techniques to investigate the
relationship between different economic variables.

The research concluded that the economic effects of the war
were reflected on the rise in the general level of prices, the
decline in the level of production, widespread unemployment
the followings: creation of new jobs to reduce unemployment,
increase in public expenditure. The research recommended the
followings: more focus and attention on agriculture to raise the
level of production, providing means of production to displaced
people, reconstruction and rehabilitation for institutions
devastated by the war, providing security and safety and work to

establishing peace in Darfur.
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
