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Abstract

This study investigates the aesthetics of the Koranic expression of Surah
Al-Anfal through the analysis of through its structure, style, and
meaning. By finding out its representation, rhetorical mysteries and
fineness using the descriptive and analytical approach which examines
the hidden content of the Koranic text based on the illustrative record
and the book of rhetoric and language.

As for the organization, the study comprises of an introduction, preface,
three chapters and conclusion. The preface presents Surah Al-Anfal in
terms of its title, the time of its revelation, the number of its verses, the
harmony and conformity between its beginning and end and also
between what it follows and what it precedes, and also the purpose of
this Surah and the intentions behind its revelation.

The first chapter entitled "The rhetorical mysteries" talks about Badr
Invasion and the events that occurred before and after it, this chapter
consists of three sections: the first deals with the rhetorical mysteries
found at the beginning of the Surah: the second section is about the
rhetorical mysteries at the place of departing to Badr invasion: the third
section describes the rhetorical mysteries of the invasion in a detailed
way.

The second chapter entitled "The rhetorical mysteries in mentioning the
polytheists and their status with the honorable prophet. It is divided into
three sections: The first section is about the rhetorical mysteries in
showing the disbelievers “slyness” of the prophet and their situation
toward the inspiration and the message. The second section deals with
the rhetorical mysteries in talking about peace and the polytheists,
situation by prophet. The third section illustrates the rhetorical
mysteries when talking about atheists and their appeal to the pledges
and also about the significance of the military preparation for them.



Chapter three entitled "The rhetorical mysteries in revealing the
regulations of the Muslims who did not join the invasion in Makkah and
other issues". This chapter is divided into four sections.

The first section is about the rhetorical mysteries in the position of
asking Muslims to obey Allah and his prophet; the second section is
about the rhetorical mysteries in encouraging Muslims for fighting and
being ready for future battles. The third section about the rhetorical
mysteries when talking about prisoners, whereas the forth section
illustrates the rhetorical mysteries when asking Muslims for hegira and
jihad.

The last chapter is the conclusion which sums up the study finding.
These finding can be summarized as follows: The holy verses of Surah
Al-Anfal to be in agreement in terms of their purposes, goals and
miraculous. The rhetorical stylecollaborates in the verses and thus they
achieve the best possible effect of the Koranic expressions. Moreover,
the holy verses demonstrated the significance of obedience of Allah and
his prophet, jihad in the lives of Muslims, and achieving superiority,
power and victory over their enemies. Appendices of verses and Hadeth,
bibliography and references are are provided at the end of the study.
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
